The question that is always asked--what will be on the test?

Trig questions.  I will give a page of no-computer questions.  You do need to have memorized those things I told you on the first assignment that you need to have memorized.  You also need the sum of angles formulas memorized for sine and cosine.

More trig questions: There will be lots of trig questions (OK, maybe not lots, but a fair number).  You need to not only be able to answer them, you need to be able to typeset the answers, and you need to be able to draw diagrams to go with them.  Your main tool for drawing will be Geometers sketchpad.  You don't need to memorize the diagram we used for proving the sum of angles formulas.

You do need to know how to derive formulas from other formulas.  You need the flow chart of what formulas get derived from what in your brain.

I'm going to ask you at least one problem where you need to prove something (some formula) for angles outside of quadrant I.

I'll probably ask some sort of graphing question where I expect you to put in graphs from winplot

Really, I think that's plenty.  If I gave you more to do, you wouldn't have time to get it all done.  Know trigonometry.  Know how to use equation editor, Sketchpad and Winplot.
